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Guinea Bissau: Portuguese business owners invest in medical complex in Bissau [2008-11-14 ]

Bissau, Guinea Bissau, 14 Nov — A group of Portuguese business owners, Thursday in Bissau announced an
investment of 11.2 millione uros in the Guinea Bissau health sector with the construction of a clinic in the Guinean
capital, known as “Complexo Clinico Bissau XXI”.

The project, which will be managed by Portuguese company NobleWyman, is expected to start in mid 2009 after
the signing of “cooperation protocols by the company and the Guinean government,” medical doctor, Nuno
Carvalho de Sousa told Portuguese news agency Lusa.

Carvalho de Sousa said that the clinic would provide family medicine services, as well as other medical
specialities, have an operating theatre, wards, a pharmacy and a morgue.

The “Complexo Clinico Bissau XXI” will also include a meternity ward.

The Guinean health system is very precarious, and has only one national hospital for around 1.5 million
inhabitants.

Guinea Bissau is one of the Portuguese-speaking countries with the highest infant mortality rate — 112 children out
of every 100,000 births — according to United Nations figures.

NobleWyman, a company specialised in supplying growth-factor rich plasma to various medical areas, will
manage the complex for 20 years, after which its will be handed over to the Guinean authorities. (macauhub)

Bissau, Guiné-Bissau, 14 Nov - Um grupo de empresarios portugueses anunciou quinta-feira em Bissau um investimento de
11,2 milhdes de euros no sector da saude na Guiné-Bissau com a construgédo de uma clinica na capital guineense, denominada
“Complexo Clinico Bissau XXI".

O projecto, que sera gerido pela empresa portuguesa NobleWyman, devera arrancar em meados do préximo ano apds a
assinatura dos “protocolos de cooperagao entre a empresa e o0 governo guineense”, afirmou a agéncia noticiosa portuguesa
Lusa o médico Nuno Carvalho de Sousa.

Carvalho de Sousa adiantou que a clinica disponibilizara consultas de clinica geral, bem como de outras especialidades
médicas, tera bloco operatodrio, secgédo de internamento, farmacia e morgue.

O “Complexo Clinico Bissau XXI” incluira também uma maternidade.

O sistema de saude guineense é muito precario, existindo apenas um hospital nacional para cerca de 1,5 milhdes de
habitantes.

A Guiné-Bissau é um dos paises lus6fonos com maior mortalidade infantil - 112 criangas em cada 100.000 nascimentos -
segundo dados da ONU.

A NobleWyman, empresa especializada no fornecimento de plasma rico em factores de crescimento para as diversas areas da
medicina, vai gerir o complexo durante 20 anos, apds 0 que sera 0 mesmo entregue as autoridades guineenses. (macauhub)
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
